Dear fellow clergy in the Winston-Salem District,

In 2007, the District Program Ministries Council approved a special mission gift to The Children'’s
Home. The adopted plan was for $5.00 per member per year for two Conference years---- 2008-
2009 AND 2008-2010. The monies from this two-year project were to go toward “My Aunt’'s House”
at The Children’s Home. My Aunt's House, you remember, is being completed to serve homeless
teen mothers and their babies. This program will provide housing for the mothers and babies, training
for the moms in life skills while they attend school or hold a job, parenting sKills, and day care for the
babies while the girls are in school or working.

The Children's Home moved forward with the renovations of this cottage at a cost of nearly two
million dollars, counting on approximately $239,180 coming from the churches in our district as part of
this special mission giving. Sadly, our initiative has not been successful. There are probably a
couple of reasons. One of them is that we have not clearly communicated what this program is all
about; the second is that our economy has been badly bruised.

The District Program Ministries Council at its May 3" meeting decided that it needed to extend the
initiative through 2012 in order for every church and every member to have the opportunity of sharing
in this great program for young women who are mothers but living on the margins. This is only one of
the powerful mission ministries brought to fruition by The Children’s Home.

Please support this program via your own verbal affirmations. Please let your members know what it
is, and why it is, and that $5.00 per member per year for two years will provide significant care and
direction unlike any other program in Forsyth County.

The Children’'s Home exists to serve hurting children and families. One hundred and seventy-four
children lived among us and were served by us last year. The Children's Home helps break the
cycle of abuse and neglect, and gives hope to the possibility of building a new kind of family.

Mr. Wesley Bailey is co-chairing this fundraising effort for The Children’s Home. He will be in touch
with each of you soon. Please hear this call to mission and ministry right at our front door. You are
one of the keys to this success. Please give your heart to this ministry and find the very blessings of
God in it. Jesus always provided for the “lesser” brethren because they were “without,” \We have the
opportunity to do the same thing through “My Aunt's House.” Thank you for caring.....and for sharing
this grace-filled project with your people.
